A.C. taking bronze in the Girls U/16 with 2546 points. Cliodhna Blake, St. John’s A.C. Clare won the 

Junior Girls competition on 2711 points.

with his team-mate Reece Ademola also taking the Boys U/15 title on 2752 points & Jordan Kissane,
